T60 rear silencer


Back in the early nineties when restoring a yellow T60 soft-top, I took an original Burgess type silencer apart. I did this because I thought it needed decoking and as it turned out it didn’t really, it was heavy because the main body it is double skinned and not that it was full of crud.  So below is a sketch of what I found inside.


These silencers were fitted to the rear of the T60 by a long ‘swan neck’ exhaust pipe, they were suspended from a bracket mounted on the left-hand wall of the rear wheel housing.  The right-angled bracket mounted a front engine mount so that the silencer could move and be insulated from the car.


I actually didn’t like the set up for two reasons, one was that it severely restricted the already limited ground clearance of the car and two that the long ‘swan neck’ exhaust was prone to clogging up with carbon.


Anyway below are all the dimensions that I took whilst I had the silencer apart.
